Borland Database Engine Patch
The “Borland Database Engine” (BDE), even up to its current version 5.x has one built-in limitation (assuming it attempts to be fully backward compatible with all previous version of Windows) which restricts the view of disk space in 4GB segments. This imposes a serious problem if the occupied disk space is near the end of its current 4GB segment. This patch opens up this 4GB segment barrier.
The existing BDE file to be patched is IDAPI32.DLL, which should be in “C:\Program Files\Common Files\Borland\BDE.  This would be the folder path for Windows XP, and the folder path may be slightly different in Windows 2000.  ”.  NOTE : Sometimes the BDE is installed in “C:\Program Files\Borland\BDE”.
There is also a new file called BDEKER32.DLL.

Follow these steps to install the patch :

 
1. Locate the IDAPI32.DLL file and rename it to IDAPI32.OLD. 

2. Copy the new IDAPI32.DLL file into the same folder.

3. Copy BDEKER32.DLL into the \Windows\system32 folder.
